Term 4 is off to a great start here at school and itQ great to be getting outdoors more. Thank you for making alternative
arrangements for the Teacher Only Day on Tuesday—the staff had a great day of learning with Ako Solutions around mana
enhancement and we look forward to sharing that work with you early in the new year as we use it with the children. ThereQ
quite a bit of information from me this newsletter, so please take the time to read right through.

Class Placements

We are currently determining class structures for next year. This is never an easy job as each year group differs in size, ranging
from 29-40 children! We are considering different options and will settle on the one that best meets the needs of all learners,
however | can confirm 2 Learning Hubs will be maintained (Kererd Y1-3 / Korimako Y4-6). We are not sure yet about the exact
class make up (e.g. mixed/straight year level) and this may vary and se are still confirming year levels of teachers. We will soon
begin thinking about class placements. When placing students in classes, we make every effort to ensure classes are well
balanced (gender, ability, social/emotional and academic needs), as well as ensuring students are placed with others who they
work well with. It is worth noting they do not always work to their full potential alongside their friends! We aim to place
students in classes where they can be catered for effectively, where they will be happy and well matched to teacher strengths.
| acknowledge that parents can have information about their child we may not be aware of, that can support us in making
effective class placements. There is an opportunity between now and Tuesday 9 November to advise me in writing of anything
that might be helpful in compiling class lists. As situations change, | do not hold this information from year to year, so you will
need to use this process to inform me of anything historical that still applies. | ask that you email me directly
principal@pinehaven.school.nz as opposed to talking to teachers or other staff.

What one parent might suggest could be cancelled out by the
needs of other children/classes or teacher objective knowledge. Our timeframe for class placements is tight, therefore | ask
that you meet the deadline above. Itis likely to be too late to consider any information coming in after this date.

Towards the end of the year, it is also a time when families make changes and we sometimes have people moving out of the
area. If this is the case for your family, the sooner we know this, the easier it is for us to plan class numbers for 2022. | would
appreciate it if you could let us know.

Swimming

The Board met last night and spent a considerable amount of time discussing the logisitics of providing our regular Term 4
swimming programme in a safe manner whilst working in Level 2 Covid-19 restrictions. We carefully considered our
procedures, along with that of the pool and came to the difficult decision that we would not be proceeding with swimming this
year. There were a range of reasons, the main ones of which were challenges we would face around reduced parent helpers
and the risks associated with an indoor space where children are mixing with members of the public not wearing face
coverings. We understand this will be disappointing for some parents and students, so we are looking at alternative
programmes that include water safety classroom based lessons and water play activities at some stage at school. We are also
in the process of planning end of year trips for all classes that will involve heading somewhere outdoors for the day in the
Wellington Region.

Caretaker

Some of you may be aware that Thornton Peck has been retraining this year in the field of IT. He has now completed his
training and will be leaving us to take up a new role in this field. While the details of when and where are yet to be confirmed,
we will begin the process of recruiting a new part-time caretaker so that Thornton can support us in the induction process.
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Covid-19 Vaccination Health Order

We are working through advice from the Ministries of Health and Education around the implementation of the vaccination
health order that took effect this week. All school staff are required to have their first vaccination by 15 November and their
2nd by 1 January. While the finer details around volunteers who interact with children are still coming, it will certainly apply
to any volunteers who come and work regularly in our school. If you are in this situation, we will be in touch with you early
next week with information around what we require from you and how it will be handled so that your privacy is maintained.
Volunteers will need to provide this information if they wish to continue work in our school. This may also impact parents

who attend school trips, etc. All communities are encouraged to be vaccinated for the safety of our tamariki who are unable
to be vaccinated themselves. If you are concerned about the vaccination, | can provide you with links to information that we
have been provided to support staff and volunteers, or you could speak to your health professional.
